Indoor Range 
The damage at the Indoor Range continues. Irresponsible shooters continue to put rounds in the ceiling, on the floor, and 
into the side walls. As discussed in the last newsletter, shooters are not taking into consideration the path of the bullets 
after they pass thru the target. Low targets shot from a high angle are impacting the floor. High targets shot from a low 
angle are impacting the ceiling, baffles, and light fixtures. 

The continuing damage to the Indoor Range has been an ongoing issue for a long period of time. The membership has 
been notified about the situation several times and yet the abuse continues. 

This is the FINAL WARNING! Unless the destruction of Club property ceases immediately, membership usage of the 
Indoor Range will be strictly limited. The locks will be changed and members will no longer be issued keys. The range will 
be open only on days and times where Board approved Safety Officers volunteer their time to staff and monitor the range 
or during organized events such as gallery pistol, small bore rifle, or IDPA. If Safety Officers are available only 3 hours a 
week, then the range will only be open 3 hours a week. 

If you have observed anyone abusing the Indoor (or Outdoor) range, please report such activity to the Board!
